he Amy Foundation®" was estab-

lished to enable women without
health insurance to obtain free
screening mammograms, and to
work with individuals in the medical
field to detect breast cancer in its
earliest stages. Statistics show that
the earlier a tumor is diagnosed, the
better the survival rate.

There are 47 million uninsured peo-
ple in the United States, and nearly
half of them are women. As many of
them struggle to put food on the
table for their families, having a pre-
ventive mammogram once a year,
and seeking rapid treatment if some-
thing is discovered, is not a high pri-
ority. Yet there remains a substantial
need for early detection services for
this historically underserved popula-
tion as breast cancer remains the
mostly commonly diagnosed malig-
nancy among women.

The Amy Foundation®™ has partnered
with Saint Peter’s University Hospital
and has pledged to support the cost
of screening mammograms—one per
day, every day—to fill the gap left by
the significant cuts in government
funding for charity care patients.
Donations and fundraising events,
including the annual Bike Ride for
Amy, and the Walk, enable The Amy
Foundation®™ to sponsor this life-
saving test.
